ourselves in it. It is our responsibility as
citizens, as residents, as property
owners, as business people to make it
liveable place. We are therefore
responsible for the following:

- physical well-being;

emotional well-being;

political well-being;

environmental well-being.
sustainable and safe ecology; and
economic development;

Let us look at just two of these points
— environmental well-being and having
sustainable and safe ecology. If the
environment in which we live is not
conducive to the overall well-being of
the community, we are developing a
culture of sickness in the physical,
emotional, economic, spiritual and
political spheres. We need to ‘red card’
such behaviour.

Having a sustainable and safe ecolog
means respecting and taking care of
nature. We need balance in nature. If we
poison everything with litter, waste, oil,
plastic and chemicals, we will kill
nature. We will destroy plant life, kill
off all insects, including those that are
good for the environment, and chase
away the bird life. If our environment is
poisoned, if we destroy the ecological
balance, we are the ones who will suffer.
So we need to understand our ecology
and our environment and do what we
can to protect it.

Luckily for you as Yeoville Bellevue
residents, there is an organisation right
in your backyard which is concerned
with some of the above ailments. It is
called the Yeoville Environmental
Organisation (YEO). The organisation

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Demarcation update

he Municipal Demarcation Board

(DMB) has not yet responded to the
latest objection to their plan to remove on|
of the voting districts from Ward 67, as
reported in last week’s paper. The MDB
needs to hand over the final demarcation
to the Independent Electoral Commissiory
(IEC) in September so that the IEC can
begin to prepare for elections.

An objection to the planned
demarcation was sent on 14 July. It is g
little worrying that there has been no
written response and there is no
indication of exactly when the final
ward boundaries will be published. It is
also not clear at this stage what options
we have if the objections are rejected.

One possible option is to go to court.
But this will take some time and may
therefore have an impact on the
finalisation of the ward boundaries.

It seems that the main reason for the
proposals is that the City of Joburg had tg

re-evaluate the size and number of wards.

They decided to create a new ward to the
east of Ward 66 - Ward 118 - and so they
proposed that two voting districts from
Ward 66 should go into Ward 118. This
meant that Ward 66 did not have enough
registered voters in the remaining four
voting districts and so they proposed
taking a voting district from Ward 67 and
putting it in Ward 66.

We have had a look at the possible
political outcomes of the changes.

Would the changes help one of the
political parties to win an extra ward in
the 2011 elections? We don't think so.

Would it make a difference to the

political parties and the number of seat$

they might win if our proposals were
accepted? We don't think so.

Anyway, we believe broader community
interests are more important. After all,
communities are made up of supporters (
many different political parties, but they
all need the same things - peace, comfor
prosperity, a good quality of life.

We have had responses to our article o
last week and they all support the idea of
keeping Yeoville Bellevue together in ong
ward. We hope to get more responses, s
please let us know what YOU think as a
member of the community.
